Technology Update : 
It has been an exciting and busy 
term for technology around Wyong 
High School.  The first development 
is the reinvigoration of the Wyong 
High School web page.  After an 
absence of presence on the web the 
school has developed a web site 
that, whilst still being developed, is 
certainly an improvement on the 
existing presence.  Many thanks to 
the Executive and people with 
responsibility for focus programs for 
providing information. As further 
information becomes available the 
site will expand and evolve.  The 
website is located at www.wyong-
h.schools.nsw.edu.au.  Many thanks 
to Colin Henry and Scott Paterson 
for their hard work in developing and 
publishing the site.  The school has 
been lucky enough to be in the first 
round of 200 schools nominated for 
the DETôs Connected Classrooms 
project.  The project provides 
schools with an interactive 
whiteboard, video conferencing 
suite. The total invested by the 
NSWDET exceeds $20,000 for 
Wyong High School. 
 
Printing by students has become an 
issue with an inordinate amount of 
waste being created by unnecessary 
printing and is evidenced by reams 
of paper being left by students, 
uncollected with no accountability.  
To that end the school has moved to 
reduce its carbon footprint and as 
part of an education program and 
awareness in IT and Science 
faculties, printing for students will 
now be available in two locations. 
The Library and the ICT have 
printing facilities.  The Library has 
both a colour and black and white 
printer. Both printers default to 
duplex printing and printing is 
charged at 10cents per page and 
80cents per page for colour.  

Students receive $10.00 automatic 
credit each year and this is non 
redeemable. Should they run out of 
credit, the students can purchase 
top up cards from the office.  Cards 
to the value of $2, $5 & $10 are 
available. 
 
Term 3 brings about some exciting 
curriculum opportunities for students 
in their IT studies program.  
Students in Years 9 begin a Robotic 
unit using NXT Lego, Year 10 
students begin the review of their 
skills in preparation for the School 
Certificate CSA10 test in mid term 4. 
Students in Year 7 work on 
developing skills and common 
knowledge that will be the building 
blocks for future studies. Year 8 
move into studies on emerging 
technologies. 
 
Wyong High school now boasts 7 
computer rooms and 2 flexible 
learning spaces for teachers and 
students to enjoy learning with 
technology. A total of 172 desktop 
machines are available for students 
to access. Students continue to 
push machines to the limit and this 
requires constant attention. I would 
like to thank the continued support 
of Wyong High School by Jordan 
Race (former student), of Race IT 
for his expertise and problem 
solving.  I need to also recognise the 
work of Mr Helmut Wirth who 
provides technical support twice a 
week.  Mr Wirth had very large 
shoes to fill and he is working 
towards this with his size 16ôs. 
 
As with any school over a period of 
time a collection of excess materials 
create clutter, the IT faculty and 
Wyong is no exception.  The 
following equipment is available for 
 purchase from the school before it 
is recycled.
